Please make sure your entry form is legible and clear. 
• EFA registration number and bridle number of horse and EFA membership number of rider, along with the 

appropriate sticker and photocopy of performance card must be included with nominations in official classes. 
• Riders may not compete in official and associate tests on the same horse. 
• Riders may not compete in senior and junior classes on the same horse. 
• Nominations not to exceed a maximum of three tests per day, per horse/rider combination. + All round Horse 

Novice 2.2 Class 18   
• Junior riders age as at 1st January 2008. 
• Riders age 14 and over and riding a horse 14.2hh and over are eligible to register with EFA and ride Official. 
• Young Riders are age 12 – 21.  The year they turn 12 to the year they turn 21.  It is not necessary for horse or 

rider to be EFA registered. 
• ***QISEA means this class counts for QISEA performance.  Riders who wish to have QISEA performances 

recorded – please nominate your school and have your QISEA number and card with you at the competition. 
• Horses may compete at 2 consecutive levels only; Prelim/Novice, Novice/Elem., etc. 
• Horses may compete HC below their EFA grading or one level above in Official, Associate or Junior classes. 
• No refund on nomination fees will be given after the closing date unless a Vet’s or Doctor’s certificate is 

produced.  30% of the nomination fee will be withheld by the club for administration. 
• Riders must sign the disclaimer form attached to the Entry Form.  Riders compete at their own risk and must 

abide by the competition rules of the EFA and FNEG. 
• Riders must be members of the FNEG and/or the EFA or pay the Day Insurance Levy of $20.00 per day.  
• The committee reserves the right to alter, amend or cancel any event on the program without notice. 
• All prizes and ribbons will be awarded at a presentation after the last event on Sunday.   
• You will be sent a copy of the draw via email.  Please check the draw for your task and please be on time.

NORTHERN NEWCOMER SHOWJUMPING SERIES-AM5 
POINTS SYSTEM TO APPLY-HELD OVER  3 ROUNDS-FINAL AT CHAMPIONSHIPS. 
Overall winner announced at Championships- Embroided Rug sponsored by FGF 
Developments Pty Ltd. 

Courses will be set at minimum 80cm-maximum 1.00M with a combination, oxer and related distances.  The 
1st round of a competition will see riders earn 10 points for jumping a clear round with an additional 20 points 
given if they jump clear in the jump-off.  Riders will need to decide whether they will jump fast in the jump off and 
risk having penalty points but may take the win or to jump clear and slower placing further down.  The overall 
winner is horse with most clear rounds through the competition.  Placing point will be 1st-5: 2nd-4: 3rd-3: 4th-
2: to decide winners on day which may not necessarily be the clear round. Horses on equal points at end of 
competition jump off for winner. 
Nominations-at the discretion of the club appointed graders-nominations on day-graders to assess- 
Guidelines maiden D grade (NEWCOMER) either EFA registered or unregistered.  Open to all age 
horses/competitors. 
Entry fee-$4 per horse              1st-$20: 2nd--$15: 3rd-$10: 4th- $5
